Stroud Town Centre Local Heritage Assets List

Information for public/owners/tenant
Volunteers are working with Stroud Town Council and Stroud Preservation Trust to develop a list of local heritage assets for the Stroud Town Centre Neighbourhood Development Area.

The list will aim to identify heritage assets of all kinds that are not protected through national designation but make an important contribution to the historic environment of the Stroud town centre.

Most lists of non designated heritage assets are held by local authorities. During the development of the Stroud Town Centre Neighbourhood Development Plan (agreed at a referendum in August 2016), Stroud District Council agreed that it would be acceptable for Stroud Town Council to hold such a list. 

To be included on the list an asset must meet at least one of the criteria set out in Appendix 5 of the Stroud Town Centre Neighbourhood Development Plan. These criteria are based on Historic England's good practice guidance.

National and local planning policy requires that the significance of a historic asset affected by a proposal should be identified and assessed. The significance of a locally identified heritage asset is a material consideration in the planning process. 

Unlike listing at a national level, local listing does not provide further legislative controls and does not affect when planning permission is required.  However, when planning permission is required, the 'special interest' of a locally listed asset will be taken into account. 

A draft list of heritage assets will be agreed by a panel set up by Stroud Town Council. This draft will be put out to public consultation and owners of assets will be contacted for their views.
